	There was a discussion concerning a proposed Loitering Ordinance.  The Ordinance Sub-Committee decided not to create a Loitering Ordinance due to the fact that a related Ordinance exists.

	However, the Committee is proposing a Non-Smoking Ordinance for the west side of Main Street near the Springfield Public Library.  Below is a proposed DRAFT of the Non-Smoking Ordinance:

	Section 7-88.  Certain activity in public places restricted.

	(p)	No person shall smoke tobacco while standing, sitting, pacing, kneeling, or lying upon a
	Public sidewalk, street, (except while driving in a motor vehicle), curb, crosswalk, or walkway, or
	within the entrance way to a private business or apartment complex immediately connected to a
	Public sidewalk within the following areas of the designated downtown:

		(i)  while on the same side of the street as the Springfield Public Library and within ____
		number of feet to either side of the main public entrance to the same.

		(ii) in front of a business establishment, residence, or apartment complex whose owner
		or authorized agent shall have posted a “No Smoking” sign in its front window and shall 
		have notified in writing the Town Clerk and the Chief of Police of said posting.

	The Sub-Ordinance Committee meeting closed at 4:00 PM.
