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 Energy Committee Minutes: January 21,2016
The meeting was called to order at 6: 35 PM by Char.

Present: Char Osterlund, Dave Yesman, Walter Martone, George McNaughton and Jim Ball.
Additions to the agenda: no additions
Secretary’s Report: George motioned, Dave seconded that the December 17 minutes be approved as written. All accepted.

Old Business: 
a. Efficiency Vermont (EV) workshop: Dave reported that there was no new information regarding the upcoming workshop on new building codes for contractors.
b. Chapter 9 review:  George reported that the Planning Commission had accepted the majority of the energy chapter of the town plan and that there would be a public hearing in early February.
c. Status of energy projects in the library:  The committee reviewed the lighting retrofit project for the library and there was some discussion regarding the new boiler and the change over to hot water heat. All of this is included in this year’s budget but the removal of the underground oil tank is not included. This tank has been in use for over thirty years.

New Business:
a. Term expirations: Char reported that the terms for herself, Steve Clay Young, Frank Gould and Mike Knoras all ended in March. George was surprised that all of these terms ended at the same time. He was going to check to see if there was a mistake. Char informed the board that she was over committed with her volunteering and that she would not seek reappointment to the board in March.
b. Implementation plan for chapter 9:  Char presented to the committee a list of the energy goals included in chapter nine. George volunteered to contact Kevin Cole at the high school to see if there were some students who would be interested in presenting energy issues to a group of town officials and Jim volunteered to contact Marie Gelineau to encourage the boy scouts to become involved. Char will contact folks at the middle school. Char volunteered to write a letter to Bill Kearns and would follow up this letter with a visit to be sure that all energy projects reviewed by the planning commission would be channeled through the energy committee. George said he would help with this endeavor. The committee agreed this action should wait until after the town plan is approved.
Adjournment: Dave motioned (seconded by George) that we adjourn. All said aye. Meeting adjourned at 7:40 p.m.
