


MINUTES
PLANNING COMMISSION
Wednesday – March 4, 2015 – 7:00 P.M.

A.	CALL TO ORDER: The Chair called the meeting to Order at 7:00 PM
B.	ROLL CALL: Members present: Judith Stern, Chuck Gregory, Wilbur Horton, Mark Wilson, Tom Hall, and Richard Filion 
C.	DISCUSSION:
Begin anew a review and revision of the Springfield Town Plan - See Minutes of December 3, 2014.  Start with Chapter 5 because of Flood Resiliency required section in Plan. 
Jason Rasmussen presented information on flood resiliency. He presented the New Flood Resilience Chapter Draft dated March 2, 2015, which he had distributed to the members at the meeting. He discussed the River Corridor mapping and the issues the town might have with it, and stated that the Selectboard can request a map amendment. He recommended the Selectboard submit the request for an amendment to the River Corridor map, either through a motion or by informal contact with the DEC of the Agency of Natural Resources.
Jason led the discussion of the Resiliency portion of the Chapter.  He asked if dam failure should be part of the discussion in this chapter and the consensus of the planning commission was not to do so. Jason also discussed the buffer zones around streams and ask if there should be consideration of preserving the present buffer zones. It was noted that ANR is meticulous about maintaining buffer zones where new development is concerned, or redevelopment for that matter.
Jason then discussed the goals set forth on page 5 of the Draft.
No discussion among the Commissioners centered around the difference between new development and redevelopment. It also discussed the difference between demolition and replacement of the building, as opposed to buildings being destroyed because of flood or fluvial erosion and the possibility of not allowing reconstruction on that site. Though there are 69 structures in the SFHA, there has been no known flooding of those buildings to date.
It was decided that Jason Rasmussen and the SWCRPC would work on the wording for the flood resiliency chapter and bring it back to the next meeting.
