C	DISCUSSIONS:
Continue town regulation review.  Minor changes and edits that may have minor or major impact!!
The Chair moved to the continued review and proposed edits of the Springfield Zoning Bylaws. The Commission commenced this session with a review of Article 3, Section 3.12. 

· 3.12 Farm Structures. As stated in December minutes, edits as proposed by AO accepted.  Still need to review definition of Agriculture in State Law and our definitions. 
· 3.13 Forestry. No changes suggested. Left alone.   
· 3.14 Fuel Storage and Distribution Facilities. Accept the edits made by AO
· 3.15 Gasoline Stations. (B) Add: New gasoline stations lot size minimum is 25,000 square feet. 
· 3.16 Group Homes and Residential Care Homes. Accept edits by AO.  Reference is to 4412(1)(G), Note the note on AO’s edits for future reference.
· 3.17 Helicopter Pads. No change. 
· 3.18 Home Business. Edits for phrasing and reference accepted. 
· 3.19 Home Occupations. Add the list suggest by the AO in the note.  Leave the 600 sq. ft. and 800 sq. ft. maximums in both 3.18 NS 3.19. Do not add any other language regarding work trucks.
· 3.20 Mobile Home Parks. Leave as is with AO edits. 
· 3.21 Outdoor Markets. Edits by AO accepted. Add use to tables as suggested by AO. 
· 3.22 Personal Storage Facilities. No edits.
· 3.23 Public Facilities. Minor edits accepted. 
· 3.24 Public Utility Substation (Essential Services). No edits. 
· 3.25 Regional Solid Waste Management Facilities. Discussed together with 3.26. 
· 3.26 Salvage and Recycling Facilities. Discussed definitions. AO asked to check definitions in the law, especially definitions in the new zero-sort provisions.  Noted Class I and Class II provisions, and that Class I is allowed in GB with CU and SPR approval. Following (B) of this section Class I type Salvage and Recycling Facilities should be put on Conditional Use side of Table in the GB zoning district. 
· 3.27 Seasonal Roadside Produce Stands. Accept the edits by AO – take out length of time for being open and maximum square footage.
