CALL TO ORDER AND ROLL CALL:

Chairman, Kristi Morris, called the meeting to order at 7:55 PM.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited and Roll Call taken.

CITIZENS TO ADDRESS THE BOARD:  


Robert Forguites requested time for Jeff Graham and Donald Bishop to speak before the Board of Selectmen tonight.  Chairman Morris granted permission:


Mr. Graham passed out a prepared proposal to the Board of Selectmen as he spoke about his brother, B. Paige Graham III.  Mr. Graham and his family have hosted many fundraisers on behalf of their brother.  The family is proposing to update Field #3 at the Riverside Park into a “Cal Ripton (ages 8 – 12) Baseball Field.  The field would be a regulation tournament size field; giving the Springfield Parks and Recreation Department two fields of this quality.   Jeff Graham and Parks and Recreation Director, Andy Bladyka, have already spent time discussing the potential field update.


Mr. Graham explained the orientation of Field #3 would change so batters would be hitting toward Field 4.  The family would like to purchase and install lighting, a scoreboard, a storage shed, two dugouts, a set of bleachers and update the field with clay.  The Graham family also would like to assist with maintaining the fields.  The Graham family has raised approximately $50,000.00 and will still continue with fundraisers on behalf of their brother.  They are proposing to update Field #3 in two phases.  (A copy of the proposal is attached.)

Mr. Forguites asked Mr. Graham what he was looking for from the Board of Selectmen.  Mr. Graham would like to start the project this Fall when the Town does work on the oval.  In addition, the Graham family would like Field #3  named, “B. Paige Graham, III Baseball Field”.


Mr. Forguites wasn’t quite sure when the work would be started on the oval at Riverside Park.  He requested Mr. Graham to work with Director Bladyka on the project.


Peter MacGillivray thought updating Field #3 would be great for the youth of the Town.

Peter MacGillivray moved to approve the request of the Graham family to updated Baseball Field #3,



located at the Riverside Park, in two phases as written honoring their brother; Field #3 will be named



“B. Paige Graham, III Baseball Field”.

Mr. Graham also inquired about what he heard was “Prison Money” and wondered if any of the funds could be used for this project.  Mr. Forguites said there was some money left, which was dedicated to “outside recreation facilities”.  Mr. Forguites said he thought the funds were already ear marked for making repairs at the oval.  Again, Mr. Forguites requested M. Graham to work with Director Bladyka.

Mr. Donald Bishop addressed the Board of Selectmen.  He informed them he has had bronchitis during the last 78 days.  He also stated over the winter there was 8 feet of snow and at any time there was probably 3 feet of snow on the roof at 25 Valley Street.  He still does not have a place to store his belongings.  He is hoping to come into some money in the near future.  He asked the Board of Selectmen for a “Foul Weather Extension” for his property at 25 Valley Street.


Chairman Morris asked Mr. Bishop what he was proposing.


Mr. Forguites asked Mr. Bishop if he had thought about selling his property and then he would have funds to purchase storage space.  Mr. Bishop indicated he had thought of selling and yes the money would be nice.  Mr. Bishop went on to ask the Board of Selectmen for more time; he proposed a cutoff date of July 31, 2014.


Vice-Chairman Thompson stated the building located at 25 Valley Street has been around for about 30 years with nothing done to it.  Mr. Bishop is very fortunate the snow has not caved in his building.  Vice-Chairman Thompson stated she could not and would not support Mr. Bishop’s request.

David Yesman moved not to grant the requested extension of July 31, 2014 to Mr. Bishop for his



building located at 25 Valley Street.  Seconded by Peter MacGillivray for discussion.  


George McNaughton said he was new to the Board and asked for a brief history of the topic.  Chairman Morris provided the history.  

David Yesman took back his first on the motion and Peter MacGillivray took back his second on the motion.  Chairman Morris stated there would not be a motion and the original order was in effect.  The Town will hire a contractor and Attorney Ankuda will contact Mr. Bishop.
