	Inspections  [Scheduled Library April 13th 9 AM ]
Rich LeDrew reported on the library inspection, which occurred on the 13th of April. Those doing the inspection were Bay Wheeler, Tony Moriglioni, Rich LeDrew, Wade Masure, Sonny, and Russ. The inspection team did not find anything but minor items to be listed and corrected. Those included an extension cord used for permanent electrical service; electrical panel with a loose cover; a door to electrical panel missing; downstairs there were many power strips and cords (It was suggested that the staff clean up the old cords that are not being used anymore, as a start to correcting these issues.); also downstairs there was a top shelf that was overcrowded and rickety in need some attention; outside the top step of the front stairs has begun to show deterioration; in the attic there was no smoke detectors. Bay Wheeler also stated that the library needs to be set up with the new alarm system for smoke detection and fire. Andy Bladyka said that Countryside is doing the work on the new fire alarm monitoring system, and that the recreation building and the town hall have been done. The library should be next to be done by Countryside. The old fire alarm system has been disconnected.
