MEETING MINUTES


A. CALL TO ORDER:  The meeting started at 4:00 p.m. with the following in attendance: Selectboard Members Walter Martone and George McNaughton, and Town Attorney Stephen Ankuda. Town Manager Tom Yennerell was absent.

B. APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES: 
1. Meeting Minutes of April 12, 2016. The following amendment was made to the Minutes – in the heading, the date was corrected to read Tuesday, April 12, 2016. It was moved by Walter Martone and seconded by George McNaughton to approve the minutes as amended. Motion passed unanimous.
 
C. OLD BUSINESS: 
1. Vacant Building Ordinance. The corrected draft of the Ordinance was reviewed in detail with particular attention being given to the adopted changes from the last meeting. The following additional edits were made: Section 3.A.d. – The word “TownPlan” was separated into two words, “Town Plan.” Section 3.B. – The first two sentences were combined into one by inserting the word “is” between them. It now reads “Town Manager or the Enforcement Officer designated by the Town Manager is the officer appointed by the Springfield Selectboard to enforce this ordinance.”

By consensus it was agreed that the changes would be made, Steve Ankuda would develop a cover memo, and the package would be sent to the Selectboard with a recommendation for a first reading and eventual adoption.

D. FUTURE AGENDA ITEMS: At the next meeting the Committee will begin consideration of the amendment or repeal of the Town’s ordinance prohibiting the establishment of marijuana dispensaries.
