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 Energy Committee Minutes: May 19, 2016
Present: Dave Yesman, Char Osterlund, George McNaughton, Mike Knoras, Jim Ball

Char called the meeting to order at 6:31. 

Presentation on Tiny Houses: Kevin Daley of Daley Building and Design gave a presentation on tiny houses and granny pods. A discussion followed re. the feasibility of constructing such a dwelling on town owned lots e.g. Cottage Street. The houses ranged from 300 to 800 square feet, were self-contained and very efficient to maintain.

1. Additions to the agenda: PSB re CPG, SOM, Criterion 9F and stretch codes, who does what in town, Chester Rd. 
2. Secretary’s Report: Mike Knoras moved/Dave Yesman seconded that April 21, 2016 minutes be approved as written 
3. Old Business:
	a. LED light proposal: Mike reported that the business office at the airport had converted from 4’ florescent light bulbs to 4’ LED tubes. Installation was easy, the light was fantastic, the bulbs cost $8 each and EV provided a $5 rebate. George moved and Dave seconded a motion that Mike negotiate with providers to get a price for LED tubes at or below the present price of a traditional florescent bulb with the intent of eventually changing over all town buildings to LED lighting. The motion passed unanimously. Mike suggested that the money saved be reinvested in other town energy saving projects.
	b. PSB and CPG: per our March 17 meeting, Char is to contact town officials about PSB notices and CPG. She asked for clarification.
4. New Business: 
      a. Vital Communities: Char reported that she had spoken before a meeting of Vital Communities and had shared the 
       accomplishments of the energy committee.

      b. Criterion 9F and stretch codes: George spoke briefly re. criterion 9f of Act 250. This criterion seems to be a baseline for construction requirements and that these requirements could fluctuate upwards which naturally scared developers. More on this later when the dust settles.

      c. Who does what in town re energy: Char has been asking different agencies/groups around town what they do for energy. It seems like it might make sense to know all the services and then put the info in one document that can be distributed. She will delve into this a little more. A discussion followed regarding the need for a clearing house of energy information and a list of qualified contractors who specialize in energy saving projects. Mike mentioned that the Chamber used to provide this information and that this function was sorely missed.

d. 87 Chester Road: George encouraged committee members to inform the town manager of the importance of communicating directly with the energy committee. Tom Yennerell, at a select board meeting suggested that 87 Chester Rd. might be a good site for solar. Dave moved and George seconded a motion that Mike ask Lew Baldwin to assess the location. The motion passed unanimously.
