MINUTES
PLANNING COMMISSION
Wednesday – June 4, 2014 – 7:00 P.M.

A.	CALL TO ORDER: The Chair called the meeting to order at 7:03 PM.
B.	ROLL CALL: Those members present were: Mark Wilson, Karl Riotte, Chair Wilbur Horton, Donald Barrett and Richard Filion. Also present was Bill Kearns, Clerk and Administrative Officer.
C.	DISCUSSIONS:
	a. 	Joshua Gilman: Application to PC
	Bill Kearns stated that he had contacted Josh Gilman twice, and heard from Josh Gilman after the 2nd call. Josh Gilman stated that he was interested in the Planning Commission membership, but could not attend on June 4, and asked to be given the date of the next meeting. He would try to attend at that meeting.

b.  	Town plan Amendment discussion: 24 VSA 4302 compliance
[bookmark: _GoBack]The Chair moved the discussion to the discussion of the 24 VSA §4302 compliance, as required in 24 VSA §4385 (b), which states in part that after a public hearing should the Selectboard change any part of the proposed town plan: “The Planning Commission shall submit to the legislative body at or prior to the public hearing a report that analyzes the extent to which the change proposal, when taken together with the rest of the plan, is consistent with the legislative goals established in section 4302 of this title.”

In order to prepare the report and comment on the consistency of the proposed town plan, with the amendments, with the legislative goals established in section 4302 of title 24 VSA, the Planning Commission reviewed all of the amendments made by the Selectboard at the Selectboard’s May 12th meeting. The Administrative Officer had provided the members of the Planning Commission copies of the pages on which edits have been made and the Planning Commission reviewed them one by one. No substantive disagreement with the edits was presented by any member of the Planning Commission. The Administrative Officer then presented each member of the Planning Commission a copy of the “Written Report on the Amended Springfield TOWN PLAN by the Springfield Planning Commission as required by 24 Vermont Statutes Annotated §§ 4384, 4382 and 4302” which the Administrative Officer had prepared in preparation for this meeting.

After the 40 minute review of the edits presented them by the Selectboard and the Report, the following MOTION was made:

MOTION: Don Barrett moved, 2nd by Mark Wilson, that the Planning Commission adopts the “Written Report on the Amended Springfield TOWN PLAN by the Springfield Planning Commission as required by 24 Vermont Statutes Annotated §§ 4384, 4382 and 4302” and finds that the Town Plan reviewed by the Planning Commission on June 4, 2014, which Town Plan shall be presented to the Selectboard with the said Report, is consistent with the state planning goals set forth in 24 VSA §4302.

The Chair asked for a vote by roll call. Voting “Aye” were Mark Wilson, Karl Riotte, Chair Wilbur Horton, Donald Barrett and Richard Filion. There were no “No” votes. The motion unanimously passed.

Bill Kearns stated that he would communicate this motion, the Report, and the Town Plan, which was reviewed by the Planning Commission at this meeting, to the Selectboard through the Town Manager.

c.	Continue town regulation review.  Minor changes and edits, that may have minor or major impact!!
The Planning Commission discussed signage, and in particular business signs that interfered with the vision of persons driving automobiles from business locations on to the Highway. The Administrator Officer stated that though signs were supposed to be 3’ x 2’, not interfere with traffic safety, be put out during business hours only, and not left permanently. Richard Filion noted that though the signs were often 3’ x 2’ they were raised higher on legs and did not meet the regulation requirements. The Administrator Officers stated that it appeared to him that it was not necessary to change the Regs, but it was a matter of his and forcing the Regs at those locations. That said the Planning Commission agreed that it would review signs at the next meeting, as part of its regulation review, then consider the stream back setbacks based on the town plan, as approved by the Selectboard, which approval should be on June 16, and then turned his attention to Article 5 of the regulations.

D.	MINUTES:	 Approval of minutes for May 7, 2014: Richard Filion had one correction of the minutes, which was made by the Sec., and with the correction Richard Filion moved, 2nd by Mark Wilson, to accept the minutes for May 7, 2014. Motion passed unanimously.
