A.
CALL TO ORDER AND ROLL CALL:

Chairman, Kristi Morris, called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited and Roll Call taken.
Board Members Present:  David Yesman, George McNaughton, Chairman, Kristi Morris, and Vice-Chairman, Stephanie Thompson.     
Also Present:  Town Manager, Robert Forguites, Comptroller, Jeffrey Mobus, Administrative Officer, Bill Kearns, and Town Attorney, Stephen Ankuda. 
Chairman Morris noted Board Member, Peter MacGillivray, was running slightly late.

MINUTES:

MOTION:  Stephanie Thompson, Vice Chairman, moved to approve Public Hearing – Final Review of Town Plan, June 16, 2014, Board of Selectmen, Meeting Minutes, June 16, 2014, and Special Board of Selectmen, Meeting Minutes, July 1, 2014. 
Seconded by David Yesman.
Peter MacGillivray arrived at 7:01 PM as George McNaughton was asking for corrections to the Board of Selectmen, Meeting Minutes of June 16, 2014.

1.  On Pg. 2; 8th Paragraph, 6th Sentence the word “Board” should be replaced with “Courts”.

2.  On Pg. 2; 8th Paragraph, next to last sentence should read “He also added that it was a State set up process and the channel never hits the Board of Selectmen.
3.  On Pg. 8; 4th Paragraph, first sentence the word “first” should be added as the last word of the sentence.

4.  On Pg. 9; Next to last Paragraph, last sentence should read:  “He made it clear that he would support the Budgets this year, but if there were no aggressive searches for grants made, he would oppose the Budgets next year.
Chairman Morris acknowledged the requested changes and called for a vote on the motion.
Vote:  5 Yes, passed unanimously.

ANY REQUESTED ADDITIONS TO THE AGENDA: Robert Forguites stated William Kearns, Administrative Officer, has requested a few minutes to speak about the On-Line Rental Registry.  Mr. Kearns will speak first under CITIZENS TO ADDRESS THE BOARD.  Also noted was a group of citizens to present a petition in regard to Town Ordinances.  They will speak under ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS.  There were not any objections from the Selectboard Members.
D.
CITIZENS TO ADDRESS THE BOARD:

1.  Town Rental Registry - Mr. Kearns reminded everyone who should be filling out the Rental Registry form.  If 
you rent accommodations of any type, single family, two families, multifamily, or a room, to anyone not related to 
you, for any amount of time you should probably file a report.  He also gave a brief update on the On-Line Rental 
Registry.  The “On-line” 
option to report rental housing is up and running.  The form may be accessed by going to  
www.springfieldvt.govoffice2.com.  Mr. Kearns stated the completion of the form literally take 3 minutes.  If 
Landlords decide to register on-line, the information will go directly in the Rental Registry Database.  If the 
Landlords complete the Rental Registry form, mail the form to the Town Office, Mr. Kearns will enter the 

information into the Database.  Mr. Kearns also reminded everyone the Rental Registry information should be 
submitted to the Town of Springfield by October 1, 2014.

William, Bill, Morlock, Director of the Springfield Housing Authority, commented the On-Line Rental Registry was 
very easy to use.  He registered over 300 units in about an hour.


2.  Ed and Gloria LaRow – Mr. LaRow requested time on the Agenda tonight from Mr. Forguites.  Mr. LaRow 
addressed the Board of Selectmen wanting to know “Who the Top Dog was?”…..”Who can take care of the 
problem I have?”  Mr. LaRow spoke before the Board on June 16, 2014 in regard to a potential junkyard across the 
road from his residence on the Chester Road.  Mr. McNaughton said if Mr. LaRow was still pursuing the zoning 
option route, he explained again there was very little the Board of Selectmen could do because the Board does 
not control the Development Review Board, (DRB).  Mr. LaRow could try to convince the Board of 
Selectmen to join an appeal against the Administrative Officer’s decision   or Mr. LaRow’s next 
step would be to 
appeal the decision of the DRB and meet with them again.  Depending on the outcome of the meeting, Mr. LaRow 
may decide to go before the Environment Courts with his concerns.  Mr. McNaughton stated the petition


submitted to the Board of Selectmen is nice, but it can’t go anywhere.  The Board of Selectmen do not have the

 
authority to overrule the Zoning Board.  Only the DRB can overrule the decision of the Administrative 
Officer.  
Should the DRB overrule the decision, the Board of Selectmen would still be out of the loop because the 
next step 
will be to the Environment Courts.  The Environment Courts will not pay attention to any of the DRB previous


decisions or paperwork.  If Mr. & Mrs. LaRow decide to take their case to the Environment Courts, there would be a 
fresh start and everything would be investigated all over.  Mr. McNaughton did remind Mr. LaRow he has four, (4), 
days to appeal the DRB decision if he chooses.  Mr. LaRow 
indicated that was what he was going to do.  He also 
stated in his opinion Mr. Kearns has supported George Tallman’s operation for the past four, (4), years.  The 
LaRows are very disappointed with the Town of Springfield.

Chairman Morris acknowledged top Government has statutes; the two Boards have to be separate organizations, like 
the Listers Office.  Mr. McNaughton also stated the Board of Selectmen cannot run the Town.  There has to be other 
Boards and Commissions involved.


Chairman Morris answered Mr. LaRow’s question by informing him the Town Manager is the Top Dog.  Mr. 
LaRow via the Chairman of the Board wanted to know why Mr. Forguites has not done anything to stop Mr. 
Tallman.  Mr. Forguites replied he didn’t feel he had the power to do that. 


The LaRows thanked the Board of Selectmen for their time tonight.

Chairman Morris noted copies of all of the Minutes, Reports, and Newsletters are available in the Town Manager’s 
Office.  
H.
ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS:  

Robert Forguites stated approximate three, (3); weeks ago there was some discussion of a Loitering Ordinance.  In 
the Board of Selectmen Packets there was a sample Loitering Ordinance for the Board Members to review.  In 


addition, there are a group of citizens spearheaded by Kim Bombria who are in attendance to submit a petition for an 
Anti-Loitering Ordinance Law for Gang Activities to the Board of Selectmen.

George McNaughton inquired if the Ordinance Sub-Committee would be interested in discussing a Smoking Ban for 
in front of the Springfield Library.  He suggest so many feet; maybe 500.

Peter MacGillivray stated he had strong feelings about an anti-smoking ban in front of the Library.  He feels the 
efforts of the Selectboard should go toward other issues such as Highway and Infrastructure of the Town.

Chairman Morris stated there was already No Smoking in Public Buildings and the Recreational Grounds of the 
Town and Schools.  He also mentioned the smoking issue could be covered under the Public Nuisance Ordinance, 
by the Heath Officer or by Littering Laws.


Vice-Chairman Thompson shared there is an Ordinance Sub-Committee Meeting scheduled for next week.


Jack Barns, resident, wanted to know if there was a valid Loitering Ordinance.

Town Attorney Ankuda replied there is a Town Loitering Ordinance.  The ordinance states you cannot block the 
sidewalks or the roads.  The problem with this ordinance is if no one is trying to move along the sidewalks or road 
you could be standing as long as you want to.  The problems with Loitering Ordinances they are usually have


selective applications.  Loitering Ordinances need the appropriate enforcement and very clear definitions.


Kim Bombria, resident, stated she was before the Selectboard tonight to submit a petition for an Anti-Loitering 
Ordinance Law for Gang Activities.   She has collected more than 900 signatures from adults 
and children; her 
goal is to collect 3,500 combined signatures.

Mr. McNaughton wanted to know if her petition used the same language as the 2002 Chicago Ordinance.  
Ms. 
Bombria confirmed she did.


Mr. Forguites encouraged her to pass the signatures and petition into the Board of Selectmen, she hesitated 
because 
she wants to collect more signatures.


Chairman Morris offered Ms. Bombria the chance to submit all her signatures and petition at the 
August 11, 2014 
Board of Selectmen Meeting.  Ms. Bombria confirmed that is what she would like to do.
.

Also noted was a sample Loitering Ordinance submitted to the Board of Selectmen.  The Loitering Ordinance draft 
needs to be submitted to the Ordinance Sub-Committee for review. 


MOTION:  David Yesman moved to submit a sample Loitering Ordinance to the Ordinance Sub-Committee 
for review and drafting.

Seconded by Peter MacGillivray.


David Yesman noted upon reviewing the sample Loitering Ordinance, it repeats itself a lot.  He suggested the 
Ordinance Sub-Committee shorten the length of the Ordinance.

Chairman Morris reminded everyone there was not any need to discuss the sample ordinance because if the 
Ordinance Sub-Committee chose 
to propose a new Loitering Ordinance, the Ordinance Sub-Committee, 
(Stephanie Thompson, George McNaughton, Stephen Ankuda and Robert Forguites), would meet with the 
appropriate Municipal Department 
Heads to draft a 
proposed ordinance. The proposed ordinance would be 
submitted to the Board of Selectmen for review and comment, go back to the Ordinance Sub-Committee for 
adjustments, two, (2), Public Hearings would be held for review and comment, and the Board of Selectmen 
would 
have to decide rather or not to approve the proposed ordinance.  He also commented the whole process takes quite a 
while because of the time schedule for Public Hearings.

Jack Barns, resident, stated he came to the Board of Selectmen meeting tonight to inquire if the Board could do 
anything about getting a K-Mart or Walmart in the Town of Springfield.  He said he would like to shop local, but 
there is limited shopping in Town.


Chairman Morris thanked him for his comments and called for a vote.

Vote:  5 Yes, passed unanimously.

NEW BUSINESS:

1.  Housing Update from William “Bill” Morlock – Mr. Morlock indicated he was asked to speak before the Board 
of Selectmen at the request of George McNaughton, regarding Housing.  Mr. McNaughton shared all three 
Neighborhood Alliances are concerned with the dilapidated buildings in Town.  How do neighborhoods avoid 
dilapidated buildings and undesirables living in the area?

Bill Morlock stated the best advice he could offer was to screen potential customers.  Mr. Morlock said to be 
diligent; 
screening is the best option available.  He also commented he suspected a handful of Landlords did not 
screen their tenants.  The Springfield Housing Authority performs annual inspections of the rental units.  If he has a 
potential problem tenant, he would perform periodic inspections of that particular unit.  Mr. Morlock also said he 
would rather have a vacant apartment than rent to someone that was an undesirable tenant.  He also commented he 
realized not all Landlords had that luxury of waiting for the right tenant.

Mr. Morlock handed out a flyer to the Town Manager and each Selectboard Member entitled Vacant & Abandoned 
Buildings.  He stated there were some very good ideas in the flyer.  He suggested forming a Sub-Committee; in 
which he also volunteered to be on and implement some of the ideas.


Mr. Morlock explained he and his staff know what to watch for and he stays on top of potential undesirable tenants.  
He explained the typical set up would be as follows.  A guy would come to Town buddy up with a local, single 
female and move in with her.  He would start dealing drugs from her apartment.  Mr. Morlock would really put the 
pressure on the tenant until she moved or the guy was gone.  Another scenario would be befriending local youths 
and paying them to do the drug dealer’s dirty work with cash and/or drugs.

George McNaughton mentioned there were 
citizens in attendance from the various Neighborhood Alliances 
because they are also concerned about the 
dilapidated buildings.  Mr. McNaughton was interested in how the City 
of Rutland and the Rutland Housing Authority received the Grant they were awarded.  He stated the Town of 
Springfield does not have a lot of money for the disposal of blighted buildings.  

Mr. Morlock did a little research and found out the City of Rutland and Neighbor Works, (not the Rutland Housing 
Authority), worked on the Grant 
together.  The Grant was about a three, (3), year process.  The Grant allowed 
only so much money to cover the fees of taking down four, (4), buildings.  The remainder of the funds will be used 
to revitalize and address other problems in the City of Rutland.  He also commented there was more to the story than 
the newspaper reported.  

George McNaughton wanted to know how much of the $ 1,250,000.00 Grant was allocated for the disposal 
of the four, (4), buildings.  Mr. Morlock did not know, but offered to find out.


George McNaughton wanted to know if the Town of Springfield working with the Springfield Housing Authority 
could put together a Strategic Plan and look for a program similar to the grant the City of Rutland received.


Mr. Morlock stated he has been in the housing business for quite a while and was not familiar with the grant the City 
of Rutland received, but he would be happy to work on a plan.


Peter MacGillivray questioned if the Board of Selectmen should revise the Rental Registry to cover the importance 
of the screening process.  He read a section of a letter sent to Landlords outlining the possible outcome if the  
landlords knew there was drug activity happening in their buildings.  Mr. MacGillivray suggested this reminder 
would give the Rental Registry some teeth and perhaps force some of the Landlords to be more responsible when 
they rent out units.


David Yesman said he didn’t need a Rental Registry to tell him to screen his tenants.  He very carefully screens his 
tenants.  
Mr. Yesman went on to say, he believes some of the out of Town Landlords just take the rent money and 
let the tenant move in.  

Nathan Parker, resident, asked rather the phrase from the Landlord Letter could be part of the Rental Registry 
wording?  Chairman Morris reminded everyone of how hard it was to pass the Rental Registry Ordinance last year.

David Yesman questioned what the Neighborhood Alliances were.  Chairman Morris explained there were three, 
(3), formed Neighborhood Alliances in Town.  They were Union Street, Freedom Park, and Wall Street 
Commonwealth.  The Alliances meet on a regular schedule and try to problem solve issues in their neighborhoods.  
They also promote community events, such as picnics, yard sales and social gatherings so people in the same 
neighborhood can get to know each other.

Stacy Stillson, Resident, commented she was a member of an Alliance Group and was present to show her support 
for Mr. McNaughton’s ideas.


David Yesman suggested the Neighborhood Alliance Groups should apply for a Grant to take down the dilapidated 
buildings in their 
neighborhoods.  Ms. Stillson stated she didn’t think the Neighborhood Alliances were ready to 
take on that kind of project.  Mr. Yesman explained applying for a Grant takes a while to prepare and submit. 


George McNaughton also questioned if Chief Johnston ever sent the Landlord a letter after the shooting event this 
past June.  Mr. Forguites said that he would check with Chief Johnston about the Landlord Letter.   Chairman Morris 
pointed out the person shot was a squatter; he was not renting from the Landlord.  Chairman Morris also pointed 
out the letter to the Landlord stated the renter’s lease could not be renewed; per Statues the Landlord could 
receive a  
fine for $1,000.00.   In some cases, Landlords do not even have leases with their 
tenants.  In addition, the tenant 
would also have to be arrested and convicted of dealing drugs.


Chairman Morris commented the Board of Selectmen and Police Department certainly have responsibilities when it 
comes to this issue.  However the housing is another area with multi-prong problems.  We have heard it over and 
over again from Chief Baker, City of Rutland, and Keith Flynn, Public Safety Commissioner, you cannot arrest your 
way out of the problem.  If you took every drug dealer in Springfield, put them on a bus to New Jersey or 
somewhere else, you still have the addicts left behind.  They will find another place to purchase their drugs.


Chairman Morris went on to say the Governor had a forum earlier last month where he proposed the State unite 
Rehabilitation Treatment Services and Law Enforcement.  He believes the Landlords should be a big part of this 
process.

2.  Cemetery Commission Update –


Gerry Patch was present at the Board of Selectmen meeting on behalf of the Cemetery Commission.  There are two, 
(2), large pine trees in the Summer Hill Cemetery that are leaning against an old vault building.  Mr. Forguites was 
already working on this project with the Public Works Department to have the trees removed when they were having 
other tree work done around Town.  After the trees were marked for cutting, Town Clerk, Barbara Courchesne, 
received comments about the trees.  Since the Cemetery Commission is now meeting regularly and is responsible for 
making recommendations to the Selectboard concerning maintenance of cemeteries, we referred the issue to the 
Commission.  Mr. Patch also indicated the trees recommended for removal, hung out over gravestones dated back to 
the American Revolution.  He stated he would hate to make repairs if the gravestones were damaged.

The Selectboard has received a memo from the Cemetery Commission; they have recommended the removal of the 
trees.  They also received quotes for the removal, in addition to the quotes Public Works has received.


David Yesman stated he was confused by the two, (2), quotations submitted by the Cemetery Commission; they 
were from the same company with different prices.  He also commented more than one company should be asked to 
quote on the job.  Just earlier today, he called a company and received a quote over the phone for $3,800.00.  He 
also offered to solicit for more quotations.


Mr. Forguites pointed out the role of the Cemetery Commission was to make recommendations for maintenance to 
the Cemeteries and submit the recommendations to the Board of Selectmen.


MOTION:  Vice Chairman, Stephanie Thompson, moved to accept the written recommendations from


the Cemetery Commission for the removal of two, (2), large pine trees in the Summer Hill Cemetery.


The Public Works Department will be charged with obtaining the best pricing for tree removal.


Seconded by George McNaughton.


Vote:  5 Yes, passed unanimously.

3.  Street Closing Request – Market Madness –


Mr. Forguites explained Carol Lighthall, Director of Springfield on the Move, could not be in attendance tonight 
because of a previous commitment.  Ms. Lighthall submitted a Street Closing Request for Moonlight Madness to be 
held on Saturday, August 30, 2014 from 10:00 AM to 4:00 PM.  Vice-Chairman Thompson, who is the Board 
Liaison to Springfield on the Move offered to field any questions or 
concerns anyone might have.

Mr. Forguites went on to explain the request.  Springfield on the Move, is requesting the closing of Valley Street, 
from Main Street to Perkin’s Deli, and from Main Street to a portion of Park Street near Factory Street for the 3rd 
Annual Market Madness Street Fair.  The Board of Selectmen has allowed the closing of Valley Street for the past 
two, (2), years.  The closing of a portion of Park Street is a new request.

David Yesman questioned the need for extra space.  Vice-Chairman Thompson explained the extra space from 
Park Street will be used for viewing the antique vehicles.  There will be more room to walk around the vehicles.  In 
the past years Main Street was filled with vendors.  There is also a possibility there will be antique tractors in the 
parking lot next to Lawrence & Wheeler.


Mr. Forguites reminded the Board if the closings are approved, he would suggest that we have the usual restrictions.  
There would need to be the coordination of a Traffic Plan with the Police and Fire Department, proper signage and 
traffic barricades, and adequate pedestrian safety.  Springfield on the Move would also have to provide the Town of 
Springfield with a One Million Dollar, ($1,000,000.00), Liability Insurance Certificate for the day of the event.

MOTION:  Peter MacGillivray moved to approval the Street Closing Request from Springfield on the Move


to hold their 3rd Annual Moonlight Madness on Saturday, August 30, 2014 from 10:00 AM to 4:00 PM.


Seconded by Vice-Chairman, Stephanie Thompson.


Before Chairman Morris called for a vote, Peter MacGillivray started to recuse himself from the vote because he 
had an appointment with the owner from Perkins Deli on Valley Street the next morning.  If the owner wanted to 
speak to 
him about the Street Closing Request, Peter didn’t think he should vote tonight.  He also noted he 
supported the efforts of Springfield on the Move 100%.


Robert Forguites shared he had met with the owner of Perkins Deli about another topic.  Mr. Forguites 
took the 
opportunity to explain the Street Closing Request to him.  Currently, Perkins Deli is not open on Saturdays 
because 
of the Farmer’s Market.  The Street Closing Request will not be an issue for Perkins Deli.  

Vote:  5 Yes, passed unanimously.

4.  Assembly Permit – Turning Point –

Mr. Forguites was contacted by Michael Johnson, Director of the Turning Point Recovery Center.  Mr. Johnson would like to hold an event at the Turning Point Recovery Center on Morgan Street for Saturday, August 2, 2014 from 12:00 (Noon) to 6:00 PM.  The purpose of the event is to raise awareness in the community about drugs and violence.  There will be music, food, and vendors at the event.  Mr. Forguites also noted the event is not being held on Town Property, but he wanted to make the Board aware of the assembly.
MOTION:  Peter MacGillivray moved to approve the Assembly Permit as requested from the Turning Point Recovery Center for The Revival Music Festival held on August 2, 2014 from 12:00 (Noon) to 6:00 PM.

Seconded by George McNaughton.

Vote:  5 Yes, passed unanimously.

Nathan Parker, Resident, wanted ask questions about the Rental Registry/Zoning.  He lives on Cottage Street, an 
area where he grew up.  There are four vacant buildings in that neighborhood, the Town owning one, and many of 
the single family homes have been turned into rental units.  He questioned the zoning of how many apartment 
buildings could be allowed in a neighborhood of single family homes.   He noted there are three, (3), Parolees living 
in an apartment building near him.


Peter MacGillivray informed Mr. Parker he was the Board Liaison to Springfield Restorative Justice and requested 
Mr. Parker contact Wendi Germain, Director of the Program.  Mr. MacGillivray stated he would share phone 
numbers with him.

Vice-Chairman Thompson agreed there should be a committee formed to deal with the 


dilapidated buildings.  Chairman Morris was concerned with what the process and goals of the committee


would be.
