MINUTES

A meeting of the Ordinance Sub-Committee of the Town of Springfield, Vermont Board of Selectmen was held in Selectmen’s Hall on Monday, July 21, 2014.  The meeting was called to order at 4:00 PM.


In attendance were Committee Members, Stephanie Thompson and George McNaughton, Town Manager, Robert Forguites, and Town Attorney, Stephen Ankuda.


There was a wide ranging discussion concerning the possibility of adopting a new ordinance dealing with loitering.  The Committee reviewed the DRAFT of a loitering ordinance they had been presented.  They also reviewed the wording on a petition presently being circulated in Town.  The possibility of including a smoking ban in certain areas of Town was also discussed.


The committee reviewed Chapter 7 of the Town’s Code of Ordinances and decided that they would look at the possibility of making some changes to Section 7-26 and Section 7-88 before deciding on drafting a totally new ordinance.  Mr. McNaughton indicated that he would DRAFT some wording changes and send them to Sub-Committee Members for review at the next Sub-Committee Meeting.


It was agreed that it would be helpful to have the Chief and possibly some Officers from the Police Department at the next meeting to get an indication of what they feel might be enforceable.


It was decided that the next Sub-Committee Meeting will be held on August 12, 2014 at 4:00 PM.  Ordinance adjustments concerning loitering will be discussed at that meeting along with a discussion on littering and a possible smoking ban.
