Walter Martone suggested the DRB allow one person per bedroom except 20% of the Rooming House 	could have two people per bedroom.  A.O. Kearns questioned how that would be monitored.  A.O. Kearns 	suggested reviewing the zoning regulations that the City of Burlington uses.

He mentioned that conversations with the Agency of Commercial and Community
	Development are continuing.  Use of the funds are complicated and further discussions with the Selectboard
	maybe necessary.  However, he recommended the Selectboard approve this now.

	1.  $15,000 to be used by Windham Windsor Housing Trust, Springfield Housing Association and Southeast 	 	     Vermont Community Action for housing improvement in Springfield.  These funds would be considered a 	  	     grant and the Town would most likely not see any of the funds returned.

	2.  $36,000 for a loan with a five, (5), year amortization schedule with a 1% interest rate.  To be used by the 	 	     owners of 100 River Street for the repair of a collapsed section of the concrete retaining wall along the Black 		     River.  The funds would be returned by monthly payments over the next five years.

	3.  $18,100 to pay architect fees for the development of a master plan for the Springfield Community Center.
	     The Town was going to apply for a grant, however, the Agency of Commerce and Community Development
	     would prefer the Town use the funds that we currently have available in the Revolving Loan Fund.  There
	     would not be any pay back for these funds.

The funds are to be secured by a real estate mortgage, and 			$18,100 to pay architect fees for the development of a master plan for the Springfield Community 			Center.
