MINUTES


A meeting of the Ordinance Sub-Committee of the Town of Springfield, Vermont Board of Selectmen was held in Selectmen’s Hall on Tuesday, August 12, 2014.  The meeting was called to order at 4:00 PM.


In attendance were Committee Members Stephanie Thompson and George McNaughton, Town Manager, Robert Forguites, and Town Attorney, Stephen Ankuda.  Also in attendance were Chief Douglas Johnston and Officer, Lawrence Muldoon from the Springfield Police Department, citizens Kimberly and Christine Bombria and members of the press.


Drafts of possible changes to Sections 7-26 and 7-88 of the Town’s Code of Ordinances were distributed.  There was considerable discussion concerning possible problems in enforcement of an anti-loitering ordinance because of violation of rights guaranteed by the United States and Vermont Constitutions.  It was agreed that more research will be done and the results will be available for the next Sub-Committee meeting.


There was a discussion about the possibility of having a group of civilian volunteers to assist the Police Department by reporting criminal activity. This will be discussed in further detail at a future meeting.


The meeting adjourned at 5:35 PM.  The next meeting will be at the call of the Sub-Committee.
