	Item 1:  Service Recognition for Andy Bladyka – Andrew “Andy” Bladyka was present at the Selectboard 	Meeting to receive a 20 Year Recognition Certificate.  Town Manager, Tom Yennerell,  presented the certificate.  	The Selectboard Members congratulated Andy and thanked him for 20 years of service to the Town and 	Community.
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	Item 2: Town Attorney’s Explanation of the Town Plan Adoption Process:  Town Attorney Ankuda was requested 	to attend the Selectboard Meeting in order to explain the process of adopting the Town Plan as a “whole Town 	Plan” or adopting “individual chapters of the Town Plan”.

	There was a lengthy discussion of the process which entailed many details for the adoption of the Town Plan.  	The Selectboard Members, Town Attorney, Town Manager, Jason Rasmussen, Senior Planner at Southern 	Windsor County Regional Planning Commission and Walter Clark, resident and Planning Commission Member, 	discussed and asked for 	verification of the process.

	The amendment to the Town Plan starts with the Planning Commission.  The Planning Commission will amend or 	re-write chapters of the Town Plan.  Once the Planning Commission is satisfied with the chapter, the Planning 	Commission must prepare a written report on the proposal.  The report shall address the extent to which the plan, 	as amended, is consistent with 	the goals established in Section 4302 of the Vermont Statutes.

	The Planning Commission shall hold at least one, (1), Public Hearing within the municipality after public notice 	on any 	proposed plan or amendment.  At least 30 days prior to the first Public Hearing, a copy of the proposed 	plan or amendment and the written report shall be delivered with proof of receipt, or mailed by certified mail, 	return receipt requested to each 	of the following:
	1.	Chairperson of the Planning Commission of each abutting municipality or in the absence of any planning 			commission in an abutting municipality, to the clerk of that municipality.
	2.	Executive Director of the Regional Planning Commission of the area in which the municipality is located;
	3.	Department of Housing and Community Affairs within the Agency of Commerce and Community 			Development; and
	4.	business, conservation, low income advocacy and other community or interest groups or organizations 			that have requested notice in writing prior to the date the hearing is warned.

	Any of the foregoing bodies, or their representatives, may thereafter submit comments on the proposed plan or 	amendment to 	the Planning Commission, and may appear and be heard in any further proceeding with respect to 	the adoption of the proposed plan or amendment.  The Planning Commission shall demonstrate that it has 	solicited comment from Planning Commissions of abutting municipalities and from the Regional Planning 	Commission with respect to the compatibility of 	their respective plans with its own plan.

	It appears this process was not adhered to.  Town Manager Yennerell will be confirming if the letters and reports 	were sent out as called for.  He will report back to the Selectboard Members.

	Once the Selectboard has received the Town Plan or Individual Chapters, each time the Selectboard would review 	the material and prepare a first Public Hearing Notice to be posted 30 days nor more than 120 days after the 	receipt of the whole Town Plan or each Chapter of the Town Plan.  If the Selectboard Members do not make any 	changes or only insignificant changes, the whole Town Plan or each Chapter of the Town Plan would move on to 	the second Public Hearing.

	A municipality with a population of more than 2,500 persons must hold two, (2), or more such hearings.

	A second Public Hearing should be noticed not less than 30 nor more than 120 days.  Providing the second Public 	Hearing goes well, the next time the Selectboard meets in session the whole Town Plan or Individual Chapters 	could be adopted. 

	If the Selectboard Members make significant changes to the whole Town Plan or the Individual Chapter(s), it 	would be returned to the Planning Commission for review of the requested changes.  Another first Public Hearing 	would be required by the Selectboard.  Plans and amendments shall be effective upon adoption by the 	Selectboard, provided all other steps of the process were completed prior to submission to the Selectboard.

	Item 3:  Budget Schedule and Process Presentation:  Town Manager Yennerell provided a proposed 2017-2018 	Budget 	Meeting schedule as prescribed by the Town Charter.  A suggestion was made to include a date for 	“recommendations from the Selectboard Members” for the proposed 2017-2018 Budget  to be submitted to the 	Town Manager by Thursday, 	December 8, 2016.

The PC would like to revise the Zoning Regulations which will include 	the following:  the basic reorganizing, basic reformatting, map updates, review related to statutory changes and 	revisions based upon the new Town Plan.  This process includes applying for a $9,000.00 Municipal Planning 	Grant with a $333.00 match from the Town.  The application must be submitted by October 31, 2016 and the 	grant funding begins May 2017 and ends May 2018.  The revision of the zoning regulations would start between 	those dates.
