 Energy Committee Minutes: March 19, 2015
The meeting was called to order at 6:30 PM by coordinator John Pugh. This was to be John's last meeting.

Those present included John Pugh, George McNaughton, Dave Yesman, Frank Gould, Mike Knoras, Walter Martone, Char Osterlund, Steve Clay-Young and Jim Ball.

As this was the first time that all of the new members attended, the meeting began with a fairly lengthy discussion of the history of the committee, the transition from two coordinators to an actual committee, the achievements to date and the goals for the future. 
George McNaughton then led a discussion regarding the potential structure of the committee and it was decided to recommend to the select board that the committee be increased to 8 members, that Dave Yesman be appointed to fill the 8th spot and that Dave and Char Osterlund serve as coordinators. It was decided that an addition to the March minutes should read: In regards to a tied vote with a committee of 8; a tied vote indicates a defeated motion.

A lengthy discussion then followed regarding future projects which included: 
· the need to install new zone valves at the town hall, ( a quote of $12,000 had been received; the board felt an additional quote should be requested);
·  updating chapter 9 of the town plan;
·  the energy audit of the town library ( the library is the next town building gaining the committee's attention);  
· the need for a feasibility study on the town water treatment plant ( suggestions were made regarding methane and/or hydro as potential energy options; 
· reviewing the functionality of all hydro dams on the Black River, (George will investigate the old Fellows generator and report at the next meeting);
·  the leaky doors at the fire station requiring repair;  
· the creation of an electric car recharging station;
·  and finally Steve expressed interest in the PACE program which assists home owners financially to retrofit their homes with energy saving devices (Steve will schedule a speaker to present the PACE program at our next meeting).

The April 16th meeting agenda will include the following: 
1. A PACE program presentation 
2. Continue the re-writing of Chapter 9 of the town plan
3. Update re: the Fellows generator and
