Clerk/Treasurer Office Procedures
Candidate and Poll Watcher Guidelines
1. No campaigning, electioneering or discussion of the election is to take place inside the town office or any location where an election is being held (the polling place).

2. No campaign materials including signs, buttons, leaflets, or any other election materials are permitted inside the polling place.

3. No one may impede or block the path to and from the polling place.

4. Candidates and/or campaign workers are to stay in the driveway area of the school and not in the covered area leading into the polling place.

5. Care should be taken to allow easy access by the public to parking places.  Be careful of traffic entering and exiting the parking area.  Candidates and/or campaign workers may be asked to remove their cars from the parking lot if the parking area becomes too congested.  Handicapped parking must not be blocked!  This is outside the gym.
6. SIGNS: One sign per candidate.  You must “man” (physically be with) your sign at all times.  When you leave an area, take your sign with you.  Do not post signs in the right-of-way (grass in between road and sidewalk).  A parked vehicle with a sign in or on it, is not considered an unmanned sign.  Do not hang signs on fence at Riverside Middle School.  You must obtain permission from an owner to place a sign on their property.

7. Poll watchers are permitted inside the polling place and must remain in the designated observation area (behind the guardrail).  They must not interrupt the election officials or the election process.  No cell phones or pagers are permitted.  No talking with voters or other poll watchers is allowed.
8. If any question arises, please contact the presiding election official.

9. Poll watching rules apply during the vote counting process.
