A.	CALL TO ORDER:   The Chair called the meeting to order at 7:02 PM
B.	ROLL CALL: Members present were Joseph Wilson, Karl Riotte, Chair Steve Kraft, Mark Wilson and Wilbur Horton. Also present were Don Stein, Matt priestly, Fredda Kischko, Barbara Locy and Lindsay Post, as well as Bill Kearns, AO
C.	ADMINISTER OATH: I hereby swear that the evidence I give in the cause under consideration shall be the whole truth and nothing but the truth. Those taking the oath were: Don Stein and Matt Priestly. 
D.	CONFLICT OF INTEREST: Does any member of the Board have a conflict of interest regarding any matter scheduled for public hearing? 	None was declared.
E.	REQUESTS AND PUBLIC HEARINGS:	
The Chair read the following:

1.	A request by the Ray P. Austin Revocable Trust for classification as a minor subdivision and subdivision approval to subdivide 54.56+ acres into 2 parcels: Lot 1 consisting of 10.10+ acres and Lot 2 consisting of 44.46+ acres in the LR-10 Zoning District at 22 Baker Road, Springfield, VT, Parcel No. 05-01-29.000.
Bill Kearns testified that the notice of hearing for both hearings was posted, mailed and published as required by law.
Presentation:
Don Stein, the surveyor, presented the application for the applicant. Don stated that the desire of the family is to market Lot 1, consisting of approximately 10.1 acres and the house, while retaining the woodlot, Lot 2 consisting of approximately 44.46 acres. There is adequate highway frontage on both lots. This subdivision is sought under a waiver of development rights, see note 11 on the plat. Lindsay Post asked if there waiver would remain and Don Stein replied that it would last until the property was proposed to be developed, at which time, wastewater and water permits would have to be obtained. Don Stein stated that the pins had been set.
MOTION: Wilbur Horton moved, 2nd Joe Wilson to classify this subdivision as a Minor Subdivision.
The Chair asked if there was any further discussion and there was none. The Chair called the question and the motion passed unanimously.
The Chair asked if there was any further discussion of the matter, any questions from either the board or members of the public present. There was none. The Chair closed the hearing and asked if there were a motion on the findings.

Matt Priestly made the presentation for the applicant. Matt Priestly stated that the septic and water designs have been made by Brian Rapanotti for Lot 1, consisting of approximately 3.96 acres, and is being processed for state permits. Lot 2 consisting of approximately 61.5 acres will be kept as a woodlot. Wilbur Horton asked the AO if the plat met all the condition required of it. Bill Kearns and Wilbur Horton discussed this and concluded that what is missing are a location map and the signature block for DRB approval. These 2 items must be added to the plat before recording as a mylar.

The chair asked if there was anything further to be discussed, and there being nothing further, he asked for a motion regarding minor subdivision.
MOTION by Wilbur Horton, second by Karl Riotte to classify this subdivision as a Minor Subdivision.

G.	DISCUSSION: 
	1.	Simone Goldberg Subdivision on High Street and Mt. Vernon Street. Issue setbacks.

The DRB discussed the issue of nonconformance and creating a nonconforming lot. There is already nonconformance and lot between it and the adjoining lot.	 The garage and the building on the adjoining lot are already within the setbacks required by the zoning district. There’s no way to split the lot into 2 lots and not create a nonconforming lot. The DRB is prohibited from creating a nonconforming lot. Furthermore, the DRB finds no basis for granting a variance to the setback required in the zone, which variance would be required in order to allow the subdivision. The DRB expressed that it is not willing to make a decision that would allow the subdivision into 2 lots as proposed.

2. 	Valley St.  7-plex - The DRB like the plan as presented and found that it met all the requirements of the zoning district. They suggested that for aesthetics, there might be planters in front of the house on either side of the garage door. They also stated that it would be good if the Lot southerly of these lots could be developed along with the 7.
