MARRIAGES

Where do I get a marriage license and how much does it cost?

Licenses are issued by all Vermont Town Clerks.  If both parties are Vermont residents, you may go to the Town Clerk in either of your towns of residence.  If just one of your party resides in a Vermont town, you must obtain your license in that town.  If you are out-of-state residents, you may obtain your license from any Town Clerk in the state.  The license will allow you to be married in any town in Vermont and is valid for 60 days from the date of issuance. When you purchase your license, you can arrange to have the Town Clerk mail you a certified copy of your marriage certificate as soon as your marriage has been recorded.  The cost is $10 for the certified copy along with the $60 for the license purchase ($10 + $60 = $70).                                                         Note:

Vermont law requires that Town Clerks satisfy themselves that both parties are free to marry. Therefore, if one or both of you were previously married or in a civil union, we ask to see the original or certified copy of your divorce or dissolution decree.  

If either applicant’s previous marriage ended with death of a spouse, we ask to see a certified copy of the death certificate(s). 

Any supporting documents are only reviewed and not kept by the clerk.
