









July 12, 2016
The Regular Meeting of the Housing Authority of the Town of Springfield was held at the Huber Building at 8:00 A.M.

(A) Roll Call: Present were Mr. Peter Andrews, Mr. Richard McInerney, Ms. Carol Cole, and Mr. Richard Cummings.
(B) Minutes: The minutes from the June 14, 2016 regular meeting were approved. 
(C) Financial Report: The financial report will be mailed when it is completed.

(D) Old Business:
(1) RAD Application Update – The attached resolution creating Springfield PBV Leasing, Inc. and other associated acts was placed as a motion by Richard McInerney. This motion was seconded by Richard Cummings and passed by a unanimous voice vote. 

(2) Woolson Block – There is nothing new to report. The reports from the environmental review and the engineer are due by the end of July.
(3) 22 High Street – We have begun rehab on this building. New windows and siding are the focus at this moment.
(4) SHA Loan Program – Because of the new Town Dilapidated Building Ordinance, the Town will include a letter giving a description of programs that may help any owner that is cited for violations. The SHA loan program will be included in this letter.
(5) Westview refinance – This transaction is now complete. Both the Town and VHFA have been paid in full.
(6) SHA Educational Award – This topic was tabled until the next meeting.
(7) Other Business – No other old business was presented.

(E) New Business:
(1) Request for Donations – No requests.
(8) FYE 9/30/17 Budgets – A motion was made by Mr. Richard McInerney to approve the SHA RAD budget pending Board changes to Bill Morlock’s salary. This motion was seconded by Richard Cummings and passed by a unanimous voice vote. 
(2) Request to use the Woolson Block Store Front – A request was made by Chuck Gregory for use of one of the store fronts by the Democratic Party. Since the SHA does not own the Woolson Block, no approval could be given. However, if the SHA ever obtains ownership, then the Board decided that use of any of the store fronts for political purposes would not be a good idea.
(3) Other Business – (a) The non-smoking policy went into effect on 7/1/16 for all the SHA owned and managed properties. So far it seems to be working quite nicely. (b) Bill shared the Mascoma Bank article about the SHA with the Board. (c) Bill will be talking with another company tomorrow about a net metering agreement that would reduce the SHA’s electrical bills. (d) No other new business was discussed.
(F) Adjournment: The meeting adjourned at 8:55 A.M.  The next meeting will be held August 9, 2016 at the Huber Building.
