









November 8, 2016
The Regular Meeting of the Housing Authority of the Town of Springfield was held at the Huber Building at 8:00 A.M.

(A) Roll Call: Present were Mr. Peter Andrews, Mr. Richard McInerney, Mr. Gerald Mittica, Ms. Carol Cole, and Mr. Richard Cummings.
(B) Minutes: The minutes from the October 11, 2016 regular meeting were approved. 
(C) Financial Report: The financial report was approved as submitted.

(D) Old Business:
(1) Woolson Block – The closing for the Woolson Block occurred on 10/14/16. The SHA secured the building and will manage it until the construction closing, which should happen in late 2017 or early 2018.
(2) 22 High Street – Some of the new windows have been installed. However, the person who was working there has injured his shoulder. We are in the process of finding a new contractor.  We are still hopefully that this project will be completed before winter.
(3) Section 8 Payment Standards – A motion was made by Richard McInerney to accept the proposed payment standards as presented. This was seconded by Richard Cummings and passed by a unanimous voice vote.
(4) Other Business – No other old business was presented.

(E) New Business:
(1) Request for Donations – $200 will be sent to the Festival of Trees organization. $100 will be sent to SOM to help with downtown lighting for the holidays. The request for a donation to the Art Gym was tabled until the next meeting. The Board asked Bill to get some additional information.
(2) SASH Funding – This program just received funding for an additional 6 years.
(3) Annual Town report - A motion was made by Gerald Mittica to accept the Town Report as presented. This was seconded by Richard Cummings and passed by a unanimous voice vote.

(4) SEMAP Approval – A motion was made by Carol Cole to accept and submit the SEMAP Report to HUD as presented. This motion was seconded by Richard Cummings and passed by a unanimous voice vote.
(5) Holiday Party – The Board suggested 12/15/16 at 56 Main Street for the get together.
(6) Other Business – (a) Everyone received a copy of next year’s meeting dates. (b) The vacancy issues at our properties have become less of a problem. Staff is doing an outstanding job of getting the units rented. (c) No other new business was discussed.
(F) Adjournment: The meeting adjourned at 8:50 A.M.  The next meeting will be held December 13, 2016 at the Westview Office. The SHU regular and annual meetings will be held just before the SHA meeting.
