Call to Order – Carolyn Lane called the meeting to order at 12:05.
COMMITTEEE REPORTS

MINUTES of April 16, 2015 were approved as presented.
FINANCIAL REVIEW for March  and April 2015 was provided by Buddy Dexter.  Finances through April are ahead of budget and positive $4,835.43 combined.
Design Report – Carol E. reported that umbrellas at the Alleyway Park have been replaced; the committee is considering improvements to the entry of One Main; and the SEVCA façade project will begin shortly and will include paint with color change and new sign.  Alan W. reported that he, Charlie Blish and Lew Baldvins are looking at repairs and painting for street poles (more information to follow).  The post office and community center façade projects are still pending.
Promotion Report - For the Storefront Window Program, Carol L. reported that Val Woodbury and Jaime Townsend are displaying their artwork at the Odd Fellows bldg., displays at the Woolson Block remain the same.  JoAnne B. reported that Market Madness Planning is full steam ahead for Sept. 5th!  Volunteer and sponsors are being sought, a facebook event has been created and Mike Johnson will handle the music lineup.
Economic Development -  Carolyn L. let folks know that she’s taken over as committee chair and she listed participants, stated  Brochure development continues and status related to One Main, Odd Fellows Bldg. and Woolson Block.  The State Permit Specialist was guest speaker at last meeting.
OLD/NEW BUSINESS
Partner Updates – SRCOC – Jen J. reported that 172 people participated in Green-Up Day, upcoming events are Hackers Tournament in July, Apple Festival in Oct., UM Army Community Project in June and that Leadership Southeast is now recruiting new participants. SRDC – Bob Flint indicated that J&L has been cleared to come down next year with cleanup happening this Summer, Bryant development focused on each end of the building moves ahead with environmental cleanup and HP Review this Summer, working with a food manufacturer for the Jones Center and another for the Jones Ctr. or Bryant Bldg., the VT Training Program is running programs with VT Acrylic and VT Timberworks, 200 or so people participated in the recent Vt. Employment Fair – noting that Springfield’s population is challenging with 29% of citizen on 4 Square in Springfield.  Springfield Select Board - Walter Martone reported for the select board highlighting that the town is looking at ways to have property owners responsible for the condition of their buildings, adding that the state limits the towns authority for this.  The no smoking ordinance has been approved for the library and can extend to other properties with notice posted and notification to town clerk.  Main Street Paving is to begin in June-July and be completed in July 2016.  He summarized construction on Valley Street, Community Center and on South Street.  SWCRPC – No Report.
Farmer’s Market Udpate – Carol L. reported that the market’s Season Six opens on May 30th, and extra effort is going into marketing and in recruiting new vendors, “we expect a very lively this season”.
 Other Business –   Downtown Master Plan – Carol L. reported or Jason R.  that the DT Master Plan completion is expected for June/July, Electric Vehicle.  She added that the Charging Station implementation is still scheduled for installation June/July timeframe.  Carolyn reminded everyone about the SOM Annual Meeting scheduled for June 22nd 5-7PM at Fifty-Six Main Street Restaurant – Lars Torres will speak his work with Vermont’s Creative Economy.
