Discussion and decisions re. Chap. 9.  Notes taken by Dave

Paul Markowicz from Efficiency Vermont contacted Springfield and offered to conduct educational programs. The committee approved of the idea and decided the presentation on cold climate heat pumps would be appropriate in September.

A discussion re. the heating and cooling of the library followed. Topics discussed included: The removal of the underground oil tank which has been buried for 30+ years; The need for a blower test to check for air leaks and insulation deficiencies; Why the need for a second boiler;  The appropriateness for cold climate heat pumps; Can the flat roof support additional snow load that would accompany additional insulation? (There's only 3" in the ceiling of the new addition.)  Russ has been asked by the town manager to call a meeting to discuss the above. Those invited would include: John Penny (heating and cooling engineer) Mike Elliot (insulation contractor) members of the energy committee and select board. 

A brief discussion of streetlights followed and a suggestion that the town owned cobra head lights be given to GMP for conversion to LED lighting.

New Business:
Paul Markowicz from Efficiency Vermont contacted Springfield and offered to conduct educational programs. The committee approved of the idea and decided the presentation on cold climate heat pumps would be appropriate in September.

A brief discussion followed noting the need for a federal grant to upgrade all of the existing hydro generating units in Springfield.
