









November 17, 2015
The Regular Meeting of the Housing Authority of the Town of Springfield was held at the Huber Building at 8:00 A.M.

(A) Roll Call: Present were Mr. Peter Andrews, Mr. Richard McInerney, Mr. Gerald Mittica, and Ms. Carol Cole.
(B) Minutes: The minutes from the October 13, 2015 regular meeting were approved. 
(C) Financial Report: The financial report will be mailed when it is ready.

(D) Old Business:
(1) RAD Application Update – The conversion to the RAD program has been placed on hold as HUD could not close this deal by 12/31/15. It appears that HUD will not be able to review all the materials submitted until March or April of 2016. This would mean that the SHA would have to wait to converts its public housing units until the end of September 2016.
(2) Woolson Block – No further movement towards purchase has taken place since the last meeting.
(3) SHA Loan Program – Nothing new to report.
(4) Solar Panels – Bill Bender from Solaflect indicated that they have run into some issues with the state and that this venture is on hold. The SHA has a contract with Solaflect that runs until 6/1/16. Mr. Bender indicated that if the SHA wished to enter into another net metering agreement with another company then he would release us from the contract.
(5) Town Housing Plan – Bill wrote up these recommendations and sent them to all Board members for review. Hearing no other comments, these recommendations were submitted to the Town.
(6) Smoking Policy – The Board decided to expand the no smoking policy to all its properties (Mountain View, Westview, the Maples, Huber and Whitcomb Buildings). A motion was made by Carol Cole to not allow smoking anywhere at these properties including in the units starting 7/1/16. This motion was seconded by Gerry Mittica and passed by a unanimous voice vote. Bill will write up this policy for Board final Board approval.

(7) Annual Town Report – A motion was made by Gerry Mittica to accept the Annual Town Report as presented. This motion was seconded by Carol Cole and passed by a unanimous voice vote.
(8) Other Business – No other old business was presented.

(E) New Business:
(1) Request for Donations – $100 to SOM for downtown holiday lights and $200 to the Spfd. Garden club for support of the Festival of Lights.
(2) Section 8 Payment Standards – The Board decided to keep the Section 8 payments standards the same as last year: 0BR-$750,1BR-$775,2BR-$954,3BR-$1275,4BR-$1375
(3) McNaughton Request – Bill passed around the email from George McNaughton asking for the SHA opinion about Select board goal #4 “Improve Residential and Rental Housing”. The board asked Bill to meet with Mr. McNaughton to deliver their response. Bill will do so.
(4) Other Business – (a) Mrs. Simone Goldberg wishes to donate a six unit property to the SHA. Bill has been working with our attorney to accept this donation. The Board agreed to accept this donation provided we get clear title to the property. (b) Bill also told the Board about the continued bed bug issue at the Huber Building. It appears that we may have to ask the tenant who is causing the problem to leave because she continues to have infestations in her unit. We are trying to get the family to move her to an assisted living facility as she can no longer fulfill the conditions of the lease. (c) The board approved the holiday gifts to both tenants and staff as we have done in the past. (d) The Board approved a monetary gift to an employee who has been with us for 25 years. (e) No other new business was discussed.
(F) Adjournment: The meeting adjourned at 9:15 A.M.  The next meeting will be held December 8, 2015 at the Westview Office. The SHU regular and annual meetings will take place before the SHA meeting.
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
