B.	ROLL CALL: Members present: Chair Joe Wilson, Steve Kraft, Wilbur Horton, Tyler Wade and Don Barrett.	Also present: Jane and John Wayesville, Chris Paton and Administrative Officer Bill Kearns
C.	ADMINISTER OATH: I hereby swear that the evidence I give in the cause under consideration shall be the whole truth and nothing but the truth. All present took the oath.
D.	CONFLICT OF INTEREST: Does any member of the Board have a conflict of interest regarding any matter scheduled for public hearing? 	None were disclosed.
E.	REQUESTS AND PUBLIC HEARINGS:
1. A request by The Estate of William A. Barnard for classification as a minor subdivision and subdivision approval to subdivide 180.30+ acres into 2 parcels: Lot 1 consisting of 10.10+ acres and Lot 2 consisting of 170.20+ acres in the RA-5 and LR-25 Zoning Districts on Eureka, Greeley and  Bugbee Roads, Springfield, VT, Parcel No. 07-01-06. 

The Administrative Officer addressed the request. 
The administrative officer stated that the notice a public hearing had been posted in 3 places, published in the newspaper, and mailed to the abutters as required by the regulations.
He stated that both lots are vacant property. Jason Waysville, engineer, is filing with the state for deferrals on both properties for water and waste water.
He stated the pins were set. This fact was confirmed by Chris Paton.
He stated that notes 3 and 4 on the submitted plat set forth the total acreage of the parcel being subdivided.

MOTION by Don Barrett, second Steve Kraft to classify this subdivision as a Minor Subdivision. Passed unanimously.

Wilbur Horton asked about the delineation between zones RA-5 and LR-25. Bill Kearns stated that all of lot 1 and most of lot 2 are in the RA – 5 zoning district, and he showed the DRB the parcel on the zoning map on the wall of the hearing Hall. There was a question raised about the Moulton shed that was constructed without a permit and located mostly on the Barnard property and not on the owner’s property. Bill Kearns stated that this would be taken care of but it had nothing to do with the viability of this subdivision.

Jane Wayesville stated that the Barnard had farmed this property since the late 1700s. The daughter wants to keep the Homestead, which is shown by the cellar holes on lot 1, and thus the 10 acre lot 1 for the Barnard family to retain. Mrs. Wayesville stated further that she and her husband had been using this parcel for farming for many years, and it is the intent of the subdivision that she and her husband will buy the property, in which case they will continue to use it for farming.

The Chair asked if there were any other persons wanting to speak to this subdivision. There were none. Hearing none the Chair closed the hearing.
