E:	REQUESTS AND PUBLIC HEARINGS:
1. An appeal of the decision of the Administrative Officer that George Tallman is not in violation of the Springfield Zoning Ordinances of alleged metal recycling operation at 87-89 Chester Road Parcel #25-1-1 and 25-1-2 in the MDR zoning district.

George Tallman was notified of the Public hearing, and was not present nor represented.

Both Ed LaRow and Gloria LaRow testified that cars and other scrap were dropped off or hauled in and dissembled on a consistent (daily or nearly daily) basis. He is concerned about noise and the unsightly appearance of the property at 87-89 Chester Rd. LaRow supported that testimony with photographs. They testified as to specific dates of such activities from June 17, 2014 to current date.

There was discussion of whether vehicles and scrap was just transported in and out or if “processing” was occurring.  

Mark Wilson moved and Wilbur Horton seconded to close the hearing and move to deliberative session.  Passed unanimously. 

In the Deliberative Session there was extensive discussion of the difference between “sorting” or “processing” of materials. Parking over night or sorting is not “processing.”  Five photos provided by Ed LaRow were determined, based on Mr. and Mrs. LaRow’s testimony, to show “processing” occurring in violation of town ordinances.

	a. That notice of the public hearing and meeting has been carried out as required, 			    advertised and posted in three public places.
	b. That a quorum of the DRB was present and voting.
	c. Party status was determined for: Ed LaRow and Gloria LaRow.
d. That George Tallman did not appear in person or by representative to offer conflicting                       evidence.
	e. That those with party status were given the opportunity to testify on the request.
	f. That the property at 87-89 Chester Rd. is in the MDR zoning district.
g. That testimony and evidence supported the appeal of the Administrative Officer’s 	     decision.
	h. That it was determined that George Tallman was dissembling metals into components 	on a consistent basis, meaning daily or nearly daily, during the period from 6-17-2014 to 	8-19-2014.
i. That an order be prepared in accordance with the findings to be considered at the September 9, 2014 meeting of the Development Review Board.

Decision of the Springfield Development Review Board: August 19, 2014

Based on the findings the appeal of the Zoning Administrator’s decision is upheld and at the September 9, 2014 meeting a vote will be held on the decision.
