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42-44 UNION STREET
This is the large house across the street from the Union Street School.  It has an existing demolition order for the garage and it is in violation of the school district blighted building ordinance. The Town has been waiting for the foreclosure process to finalize before taking action on this building.  The foreclosure was completed on August 18th.  A letter was written to the new owner, the Federal National Mortgage Association, asking for co-operation to resolve the issues.

SOUTH STREET SIDEWALK PROJECT
VTrans has approved the preliminary design and the final design will soon be submitted.  There was a desire to widen the street and add bike lanes but the overall cost far exceeded the $300,000 grant, so now the project is only a new sidewalk and pedestrian crossing relocation.

PLAN FOR THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS FACILITY REHAB/REPLACEMENT STARTED
There is funding in the current budget to create a plan for the rehab or replacement of the Public Works facility.  An architect has been hired and various options will be investigated including the viability of using the adjacent armory in some manner.	

CHIEF JOHNSTON WAS ELECTED PRESIDENT OF THE NEW ENGLAND ASSOCIATION OF CHIEFS OF POLICE.
He will be sworn in on September 13th.

MAIN STREET MASTER PLAN 
A conceptual plan will be introduced and public input will be requested on November 10th at 5:00-7:30 PM at the Hartness House.  This event will also highlight Springfield non-government organizations and their current activities that are making improvements throughout the community. Food will be available, the bar will be open and live music will be played. It will be fun community oriented evening. PILOT PROGRAM INVITATION
I have been invited to participate in a State pilot program which has the goal of obtaining more expeditious State approvals and funding for town projects.  The program is a collaboration between VTrans, The Agency of Commerce and Community Development and The Department of Environmental Conservation.  The program will be developed over 1-2 years, with first meeting during November.
