VITAL RECORDS
How do I request a copy of a vital record?

Certified copies of birth, marriage, civil union and death certificates are available upon request from the Town Clerk’s Office.  The statutory fee is $10.00 for each copy.  Only cash, money orders or checks are accepted.

You may come to the office and get your copy while you wait or you can make a request through the mail.  If requested thru the mail, send a self-addressed stamped business size envelope along with a written request.  The request should include the full name(s), date of the event(s) and a check or money order for $10.00 per copy.  Make your check or money order payable to the Town of Springfield, and mail it to us at 96 Main Street, Springfield, Vermont 05156.  We try to complete each request within 24 business hours of receipt.

Will the vital record be on file in Springfield?
Birth
The Springfield Town Clerk’s Office will have a birth certificate on file if:

1. The child was born in Springfield, or

2. The mother was a resident of Springfield at the time of the birth, but the birth took place elsewhere in Vermont.

Death
The Springfield Town Clerk will have a copy of a death certificate on file if:

1. The death occurred in Springfield, or

2.  The deceased resided in Springfield at the time of death, and the death occurred elsewhere in the State of Vermont.

Marriage/Civil Union
The Springfield Town Clerk will have a copy of a marriage/civil union certificate on file if the couple applied for their license at this office.
